Manual Handling Risk

Many items of scenery/props
may need to be moved.

Manual handling assessment
must be undertaken.

Manual handling must be carried
out using safe techniques,
instructions should be provided
to students

All electrical equipment must be
tested.

Do not use untested equipment.
Visually inspect all technical
equipment for damage or faults.
Untested amor faulty equipment
must be removed from service
and repaired, tested, destroyed
or disposed of as appropriate.
Individual mains supplies must
be used for each item of
equipment. Do not overload
circuits with extension leads.
Trailing leads must not cross a
fire exit or pedestrian
thoroughfare.

Staff must make sure that
students are warmed up before
undertaking strenuous exercise.

Staff must make sure that
activities are age appropriate.

Staff must ensure the practical
space is clear from hazards.

Has a manual handling risk been identified? Yes

Is further detailed assessment required? No

required to fulfil the requirements of the Manual
Handling Operations Regulations 1992.
